PERSONAL INFORMATION

Completed two years of college-level Russian.  Familiar with spreadsheets, word processing and the Internet.  Enjoy karate, boxing, swimming (Certified Lifeguard), trekking in the Amazon, art museums and Russian ballet.

2. In the spring of 1999, Kroll Associates hired me on a consulting basis to manage and improve their operations in Russia.  Kroll is a world wide security and consulting company.  In Russia, it  provides its mainly Western clients with information about Russian businesses, protection for executives and assessments of the political, economic and business environment.

3. I met Angelina, whom I later called Angel, on Friday, July 23, 1999.  I was walking back to my apartment at 7 Denis Davidov in Moscow when I passed a party in the basement of the building where I lived.  There were tall pretty Russian girls standing around, so, being a little drunk,  I went inside.  The host told me it was for members only, so I said, “How do I become a member?"  He asked are you an American, I said yes, we introduced ourselves and he let me in.  I didn’t speak Russian but the bartender spoke English.  The bartender and I were talking when I heard someone behind me say my name.  I turned around and there she was, six feet two inches in her shoes, beautiful, blonde and smiling—I fell in love immediately, and said to myself this is the one.  She said, “Hi I am Angelina.”  We went outside where she told me she was a model and dancer.  That the party was hosted by her model agency, and she would be in Moscow for another week working as a model.  She told me she was from Krasnodar and that she had been a three time Russian long jump champion when in school.  From that night until she left for Krasnodar the following Friday, we went out every night.  She wanted to dance and dance all night long.  We only kissed and hugged, but I was in heaven.  I took her to the airport with my driver, and we kept in touch through letters and telephone calls.

4. When she went to Mexico, she said she was going to work as a model and dancer because she wanted to earn money to buy an apartment for her and her mother in Krasnodar.  She eventually made the money and bought an apartment.  I have attached a copy of a letter I received from her when she was in Mexico.  In it she says she was working as a model and dancer.  She wrote the letter thinking that we might not see each other again because she did not plan to return to Russia until after I went back to New York.

5. At the end of May 2000, three months after our marriage, my intuition told me something was wrong when she arrived in Moscow late one night as opposed to my picking her up at the train station the next morning.  She had been living in Krasnodar since our marriage helping her mother renovate their new apartment and arranging some paper work for transferring their old house.  She, of course, was also dating lots of guys, but I did not know that at the time.  When I had the chance, I went through her things and found her diary.  I made a copy and had my translator review the sections from December 7, 1999, to May 19, 2000, to look for her involvement with other men.  After my translator told me about Angelina flying to Italy to sell herself to a fat Mexican and other boy friends, I decided to divorce her.  At this time, Angelina was in Krasnodar preparing to go to America with me.  I packed my bags the next day and left Russia on June 12, 2000.   From New York I called her and said I wanted a divorce, she begged and pleaded that I give her another chance that she had nothing in Krasnodar, that I was her only hope and that she would change.  She said foregiveness was the higher level and even the prisoner deserved another chance.  Like a fool, I believed her and gave her another chance.  It turns out that as all good businessmen, Angelina had a back up plan at the time of going to South America or Japan to sell sex, so I was not her last chance after all. 

Once in America, she started working at a strip club over my objections.  I had introduced her to acting, modeling and singing friendswho were willing to help her pursue a legitimate career, but the lure of immediate money as a stripper in New York was too much for her.  By the end of September, I realized she was continuing to be unfaithful despite her earlier promise in June.  I told her to move out of my apartment and that I wanted a divorce.  At first she refused because she thought it would prevent her from getting a green card, but then a lawyer told her that she could still get a green card after we separated.  On January 31 at her lawyers urging she obtained a Temporary Order of Protection against me by lying to a New York judge that I had threatened her.  The order of protection was dismissed by the court in July.  In response to the Temporary Order of Protection, I filed for a divorce in February.  By March my lawyers in Russia had completed a full written translation of Ms. Shipilina’s diary.  Once I read that, I realized she was nothing but a hard core, heartless prostitute who cared about no one but herself and her mother.  I had never before met anyone so devoid of common human decency. 

6. When my wife applied for an immigrant visa to the US, she had to present a police letter from every town in which she worked that said she had never been arrested or convicted of a crime.  She gave me her working papers for Cyprus thinking they would do, but they were not sufficient.  That is how I learned she worked at Zygos, which I thought at the time was just a typical disco with dance acts.  I kept all the documents she gave me in relation to her obtaining the immigrant visa.

7. This was my first and last marriage.

8. My Russian lawyers translated the diary.

9. A Russian friend handled the web site.  I believe she knows about the web site.

10. I attached some marriage photos.

Can you tell me what is the reputation in Limassol for the clubs Zygos and Tramps and there owners Melios, Marios and Irina Athanasiou?
