Dark Angel Agreement and Breach

June 15, 2000 Agreement

1. AD refrain from engaging in sexual conduct with other men.

2. AD refrain from trying to deceive or trick me.

3. AD refrain from communicating with Alfredo.

Violations:

Pursuit of Men and Accompanying Deceptions

1. In June, AD entered into a sexual relationship in Krasnodar with a gentleman named Valodya.  AD tried to call Voladya at least once since her July 10 arrival in the US.  RCN telephone records indicate she may have contacted him or possibly Alfredo on 7/13, 7/16 and 7/19 via a calling card.  AD at first said Valodya was a spiritually close friend because they have the same philosophy of life.  However, the only relationships AD has with men that I am aware of are business or sexual.  On July 31 AD confessed, at least to a degree, that she engaged in sexual conduct with Valodya: she was in her underwear and Valodya was naked.  AD played with him sexually but claims she did not have intercourse with him or engage in oral sex.  AD also admitted that she made out with another Russian man on the main street park in Krasnodar. 

2. July 31 AD also confessed that she had some romantic relations with a gentleman named Roman in Krasnodar.  She would not tell the full truth of the relationship.

3. AD made frequent telephone calls to 917 302 5742 when I was not home or on my mobile.  AD said she only made two calls to the number and only talked to the gentleman once by telephone.  Actually DA called the number seven times between July 19 and July 23.  AD says the gentleman is a wealthy Indian, she does not remember his name and he has since left the country. The reason for the calls were to invited the Indian to the club so she could make money giving him dances.  The cell is registered in Brooklyn.  The cell is prepaid so the only record is PO Box 8643, Brooklyn 11217.

4. AD said that she couldn’t give customers at the club my telephone number for obvious reasons, so she accepts the business cards of the customers who offer them.  AD first said she kept some of the business cards in order to drum up business for her at the club and threw the rest of them down the toilet.  She only kept two, which she showed me.  However, AD’s purse contained three more business cards.  DA made notes on the business cards.  On Brian Rubens card she wrote: romantic, tall, he massaged my back kissing it.  AD said she needs time to adjust to America before she will be able to tell the truth.

5. AD made $680 on July 25.  The currency was three $100 bills, two $50 and the rest $20.  AD said she only made $500.  She lied probably to hide the fact that she had clients who took her into the private dance room.  The Champagne room costs the customer $350 of which the girl gets between $90-$120.  The girl, however, will not go unless the man agrees to tip her an extra $100.  On July 24, Ad said she never goes into the Champagne room.

6. Dimitri took revealing pictures of DA.

Alfredo:

1. AD said she tried to call Alfredo once after arriving in the US but did not get through.  In Russia she said she had talked to him once since out agreement.
