My attorney made an error in the annulment/divorce proceedings here, so I will not be able to obtain an annulment.  My attorney is well respected, but he screwed up, maybe it was Alina’s black magic.  It may be for the best because the INS at the Embassy in Moscow does not need an annulment decree to deport Alina.  Soon, the court here should grant a divorce that will allow the INS at the Embassy to begin deportation proceedings.

There are now three fronts that I need to fight on:

1. The trial of Inessa, Alina’s mother, in Krasnodar for defamation.  Would you please find out from Svetlana what I need to do to insure that Alina’s mother goes to trial and is convicted.  

2. Alina’s bank account in Cyprus

a. If she did not get permission from the Central Bank to open the Cyprus account, will the authorities punish her?

b. Is it possible to find out whether Alina paid taxes in Russia or Cyprus?  If she did not pay taxes anywhere, does Svetlana tell this to the Krasnodar tax inspectorate?

c. Should Svetlana report to the Krasnodar Tax authorities about Alina’s Cyprus bank account:  Bank of Cyprus, Global Equity Fund, Number 54660, Account Signatory and beneficiary-Alina Alexandrovna Shipilina, $17,527 USD as of September 20, 2001?

Xenia will try to get copies of account records through a contact.  Too expensive.

Alina worked in Cyprus so has right to open a bank account.

3. Provide information to Brett Stanley at the Embassy that will assist in the INS proceedings against Alina.  The following information and documents will be helpful:

a. Sample of Alina’s handwriting that Svetlana is trying to get.

i. Got copy of second passport application.

b. Documents Svetlana got showing that Alina owns part of an apartment and house in Krasnodar City and the region.

i. Got documents for apt

c. An affidavit from a girl named Nadya, 8612 59 80 27, who went with Alina to Cyprus to work at the same club, Zygos, that Alina worked.  Nadya returned to Krasnodar after only two days because the job involved prostitution.  An affidavit saying that the job involved prostitution and anything else that connects Alina with prostitution will help.  Nadya should be asked about anyone else who might know about Alina’s involvement with prostitution.  Can Svetlana do this?

i. Will not give affidavit.

d. Would your person in Cyprus be able to obtain any evidence that the INS could use to show that Alina’s place of work, Zygos Club in Limassol, ran prostitution or that someone remembered Alina as a prostitute?

i. Request made.

e. Svetlana will do:  Would your investigator in Russia be able to gather the following information and documents and, if necessary, provide a statement to the INS on what the investigator discovered.  The statement could be in Russian.  The following information and documents would be helpful.  Do you know about how much the investigator would cost?

i. On her immigrant visa application, Alina said she worked for the following organizations.  Could the investigator determine whether she did?

1. Tander Trading Co. 185 Levanevskogo, Krasnodar, as a Promoter 10/97 – 9/98

2. Academy of Physical Culture, 161 Budennago Ul, Krasnodar, 55 35 65, as Aerobic instructor 9/97 – 7/98

3. Public School 36, Krasnoarmeiskaya 52, Krasnodar as Psychology teacher 9/96 – 7/97

4. Attended Academy of Physical Culture and graduated, 9/92 –6/96

ii. Track down a man named Reya who works as a pimp for New Russians in Krasnodar.  According to Alina’s friend Katya Gerokaris, 40 Let Pobedy, g 35/2, KB 139, Tel: 52 55 68, Mob: 8 902 443 74 86, Alina was one of the girls that Reya pimped out.  Reya has a friend named Alexei whose telephone is 56 16 50.  Any evidence the investigator could obtain from Reya about Alina’s prostitution would help the INS.

iii. A girl named Natasha, tall, young, black hair, who lives on the 7 or 8 floor of Alina’s apartment building, 138 Rashpilevskaya, and used to work as a model for Anastasia Vasiljeva, 158 Krasnaya yl., (w) 55 74 63, (H) 55 98 07.  Natasha is a close friend of Alina’s and may have information on why Alina married Roy and Alina’s activities as a prostitute or other criminal activities.

1. Cannot find
iv. Katerina, 095 336 7257, 8612 37 79 32, a close friend of Alina’s may have information on why Alina married Roy and Alina’s activities as a prostitute or other criminal activities.

v. Inya who won Miss Charming and Russian Radio in 2000 Miss Krasnodar beauty contest.  I can provide a photograph of her which modeling agencies in Krasnodar will recognize.  She is the daughter of a woman doctor who lives in a village outside Krasnodar.  Inya met Roy and may have information on why Alina married Roy and Alina’s activities as a prostitute or other criminal activities.

vi. The manager of Vita S 54 75 77, the Aurora Movie Theater in Krasnodar at the end of Krasnaya Ul.  I believe he is Chechen.  I met him twice; he is short in his 40s.  He helped bring Alina and Insessa to Krasnodar from Grozny.  He may have information on Alina’s activities as a prostitute or other criminal activities.

vii. Alina’s masseuse in Krasnodar said that everyone knows Alina is a prostitute.  Perhaps he would be willing to provide the investigator with leads to evidence.  Andrei Sergeyvich Petrov, Massuese, 190 Krasnaya Ul, Dinamo Stadium, 59 74 79, 8 902 443 2840.

viii. Alina’s friend, Yulya Yurevna Kudinova, (M) 63 73 74 or mother’s late at night 55 03 69 Mobile 42 81 19, Mobile 8 902 464 2405, Email strelez@mailru.com, Work 53 73 22, VIP Group 180 Krasnaya Ul, 314, said that Alina was trying to sell a girl overseas, white slavery, and that Alina made money from prostitution in Krasnodar.  The investigator may be able to obtain statements from Yulya about these and find additional evidence.  Yulya also knows about two of Alina’s close friends, Lena, 8612 56 80 77, a poor nurse who also does prostitution, and Olga Ponomarenko, 8612 57 or 59 99 86, Olga knows how to find Nadya and her former husbandthe girl who worked with Alina in Cyprus and whose husband divorced her for being prostitute.  The three would “play” together.   Katya Gerokaris also knows about Lena.

ix. Try to find Masha Chebotkevich.  Alina attended her bridal shower June 21, 2000.  Masha may know about Alina’s criminal activities.

x. Obtain copy of Alina’s application for her Second International passport that she got in April 2000 from the town of Maikop, see diary page 105.

1. Will get carbon

b. Finally, which agency would we try to get records about Alina’s removal from Mexico assuming we can get a court order for the records?  The INS may be willing to subpoena the records for the hearing on Alina’s deportation.
